Based upon the key concepts of “creativity”,
“globalism” and “tradition”, we have chosen the hagi, or
Japanese clover, for our logo. It is a traditional symbol of
Sendai and the Miyagi area and also represents dignity
and growth. Our University’s Official Colors are purple and
black. The purple symbolizes intelligence and creativity,
while the black represents diligence and practicality.

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1-3 Welcome to Tohoku University

Tohoku University was founded in Sendai in 1907 as Japan’s third
national university. Originally it was comprised of the College of Agriculture
and the College of Science. Since its establishment this university has
been well known for its open-door policy, being Japan’s first university to
admit both female and male students as well as the first to offer university
extension lectures to the public. Further, it has conferred degrees on
foreign graduates as far back as 1911. From a historical perspective, this
open-door policy has greatly contributed to the country’s progress in equal
educational opportunities. Presently, we have about 2,260 international
students, from about 100 different countries and regions, eagerly pursuing
their research and studies in our 10 undergraduate faculties, 15 graduate
schools and 6 research institutes.

Tohoku University has always maintained an ardent dedication to its
‘research first’ principle. This does not imply an emphasis on research
only, thus placing education on a lower rank. On the contrary, this ideal
follows from the fact that where there is good research, there also is good
education. Tohoku University today proudly continues to make great
strides in cultivating an enriching school life based on this long-standing
and worthy tradition.

This handbook contains necessary information for Tohoku University
international students concerning procedural matters at the university
as well as helpful information about daily life. It is our desire that this
handbook will help students to lead a full student life at Tohoku University.

2 Curriculum

2-1 Curriculum

International students at Tohoku University engage in their studies in one
of the following six programs.

(1) Undergraduate Program
The undergraduate program consists of a four-year course for all
faculties / schools, with the exception of the Medical Department of the
Faculties of Medicine, Dentistry, and Pharmaceutical Sciences Pharmacy
Department, which are six-year courses. Students are required to take
subjects in the General Studies Program. Those who complete the
program and obtain the credits required for the course will receive a
bachelor’s degree.

(2) Graduate Program
The Graduate School offers a five-year curriculum (doctoral program);
upon completion of the first two years, students receive a master’s
degree. After completing the remaining three years, students are
awarded a doctoral degree. However, some departments in the
Graduate Schools of Medicine, Dentistry, and Pharmaceutical Sciences,
offer four-year curricula, upon completion of which students are awarded
a doctoral degree. And the Graduate Schools of Medicine and Dentistry
also offer master’s degree curricula. Furthermore, the School of Law and
Graduate School of Economics and Management also offer professional
degree programs that consist of curricula lasting one to three years upon
completion of which students are awarded a professional degree.

(3) Research Student Program
This is a non-degree program open to students who intend to study
a particular subject. Research students fall into the following three
categories:
@ Undergraduate research students
@ Research institute research students
® Graduate research students

(4) Special Auditing Students and Special Research Students

Exchange students will be admitted to Tohoku University as Special
Auditing Students or Special Research Students as per exchange

(5) Intensive Japanese Language Course
This is a six-month program of basic training in Japanese language.
Admission to this course is open to students who have been granted a
Japanese Government Scholarship by Japanese Embassy Recommendation
and who will study at any university in the Tohoku region.

(6) Others
In addition to the programs mentioned above, the faculties and
divisions of the graduate school may accept Credited Auditors. However
few international students have thus far been admitted to the university
under these statuses.

2-2 Japanese Language Program at Kawauchi for International
Students and Scholars

The Japanese Language Program at Kawauchi for International Students
and Scholars aims to improve the participants' Japanese comprehension,
and academic skills, while helping them adjust to their new living
environment. The program is organized by the Institute for Excellence in
Higher Education (IEHE) and held on Kawauchi Kita Campus.

Japanese levels are numbered 1 (beginner) through 6 (advanced) .
Students can select classes matching their levels on a range of subjects,
such as comprehensive Japanese, reading, listening, writing, usage,
kanji, etc. Students in level 4 (intermediate) or higher can participate in
International Co-learning Seminars on a variety of topics together with
Japanese students. Students in level 5 (upper intermediate) or higher can
take seminars on Japanese culture.

This system is designed to assist international students new to Japan
with their studies, daily life, etc., and help them adjust to their new
surroundings as smoothly as possible.

@ Eligibility and tutoring period

1.Undergraduate students: up to two years from time of admission (one
year for those admitted to classes above the freshman course)

2.Graduate and research students: up to one year from time of
admission (excluding those who have graduated from a university in
Japan)

3.Special Auditing Students and Special Research Students: up to one
year

4.Students other than the above and considered to be in need of
assistance by the director general of their departments: up to one year

Students who desire a tutor should consult with their academic advisors
and staff in charge of international student affairs in their departments.

3-3 Bulletin Boards

departmental offices at the university. Students should check the bulletin
boards frequently so as not to miss important information.

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3-10 Disciplinary Actions

Needless to say, students who commit crimes or illegal acts will be
treated by the legal system just like other adult citizens.

In addition, as part of its educational guidance policy Tohoku University
may subject students who engage in illegal activities to disciplinary
measures as described below.

(1) Types of disciplinary action

A. Reprimand: issued to any student who has been warned over a
violation after the fact. Its purpose is to encourage the student to
engage in self-reflection and not repeat the offense in the future.

B. Suspension: the student is forbidden from taking classes for a fixed
period of time.

C. Expulsion: the student’s right to study at Tohoku University is revoked,
and the student’s record of registration at the university is unilaterally
terminated.

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4 Tuition and Other School Expenses

4-1 Application and Admission Fees, and Tuition

Students must pay both an application fee in order to apply and an
admission fee to register at Tohoku University. Tuition is payable in

installments. Fee amounts are as follows:

Tuition and other fees are debited automatically on the due date from
the bank accounts designated by students in admission procedures.

4-2 Waiver, Deferment, or Monthly Payment of the Tuition &
Waiver or Deferment of the Admission Fee

Students who are having difficulty paying fees may, pending application
and screening, be exempt from paying (all, half, or one-third of the amount)
tuition, or be allowed to defer payment or pay in monthly installments.
Such students may also be exempt from paying (all or half of the amount),
or be allowed to defer the admission fee. However every year there are
large numbers of applicants for the tuition and admission fee waivers, so
for budgetary reasons not all waiver applications can be granted.

Application information will be announced in February and August.
Please see the campus bulletin board and website (http://www2.
he.tohoku.ac.jp/menjo/) for details on application eligibility and the
application period.

Please note that Research Students and Non-degree Students are not
eligible.
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4-3 Other Fees (Insurance for Tohoku University Students)

(1) Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and

Research (Gakkensai)

This is a compensation system covering injuries to students in case
of accidents that occur during curricular activities, school events, the
commute to school, time spent in school facilities, and extracurricular
activities (i.e. club activities). As a precaution, all students at Tohoku
University are required to enroll in this insurance.

(2) Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with “GAKKENSAI"for

International Students (“Inbound futai-gakuso”)

International students who are enrolled in Gakkensai are eligible for
this insurance. It covers a wide range of situations, such as medical fees
related to death, disability, illness, and injury (i.e. expenses after National
Health Insurance), and liability for reparations. The liability insurance
includes a settlement negotiation service. In principle, all international
students at Tohoku University are required to enroll in this insurance.

(3) Supplementary Personal Liability Insurance for Students (Gakkenbai)
This system provides insurance coverage should the student become
legally obligated to pay damages, in Japan or abroad, due to injuring
someone or damaging their property during curricular activities, school
events, or recognized extracurricular activities such as internships/
volunteer work, or while commuting to and from such activities. Only
students who are enrolled in Personal Accident Insurance for Students
Pursuing Education and Research (Gakkensai) can enroll in this insurance.

Please inquire at your department’s Office of Academic Affairs for details
on the insurance plans described in (1), (2), and (3).

5-1 Procedures for Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship

2) Failure to sign for confirmation of enrollment at Tohoku University
will result in the stipend being suspended for that month.

(2) Extension of Japanese Government Scholarship

Recipients of the Japanese Government Scholarship who wish to
proceed to a Regular Graduate program from a Research Student
program, or from a Master’s or Professional Graduate program to a
Doctoral program, must apply for an extension of the scholarship
(encho-shinsei) during the fiscal year that proceeds the year in which
they wish to enter the Regular Graduate program.

Students who fail to apply for the extension will lose the scholarship
and their status as scholarship recipients. Students who wish to proceed
to a Regular Graduate program should apply for the extension, even if
their scholarship period is not ending soon.

More details will become available at the administrative office of each
department after late November.

New recipients of the Japanese Government Scholarship arriving in
Japan from April, who desire to proceed to a Regular Graduate program
in October of the same year, must contact the administrative office
of their departments before May. Students enrolled in the Japanese
intensive language course should contact the department they wish to
enroll in after finishing the Japanese course.

When advancing from a master curriculum to a doctoral curriculum,
or from a bachelor curriculum to a master curriculum, not all applicants
who fulfill the admission criteria will be accepted (approved for an
extension) . Only those recognized, through university and MEXT
screenings, as particularly excellent students will be approved.

(3) Travel Expenses for Returning to Home Countries
Travel expenses are provided to scholarship recipients if they finish
their research within the period of their scholarship and wish to return
to their home country. However, travel expenses are not provided to
students who wish to return home during the scholarship period (i.e.
before finishing their studies), nor for those who do not return home
during the prescribed period.

Each Tohoku University campus has CO-OP shops that provide students
with various services needed for student life, such as bookstores and
stationery shops.

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8 Legal Procedures

8-1 Procedures at Ward Offices

(1) Resident Registration
Once you have determined where you will live, you must perform
moving-in procedures at your local ward office within 14 days. (You will
have to enter your new address and room number.)
What to bring:
- Passport, Residence Card (if you have one)

When registering your place of residence, it is advisable to obtain a
copy of your Certificate of Residence. (Each copy costs 300 yen.)

This copy is necessary to open bank and Japan Post Bank
accounts. This is particularly important for Japanese Government
(Monbukagakusyo) Scholarship students, as they must open a Japan
Post Bank account to receive their scholarship money.

(2) National Health Insurance Application
You can join National Health Insurance at the same time you undergo
Resident Registration. (For students who will be enrolled for 1 semester
or longer)
- National Health Insurance Premium Reduction Application (Kokumin
Kenko Hokenryo Keigen Tekiyo Shinkokusho)
Allows you to apply to reduce your insurance premiums.
- Maximum Payable Amount Certificate (Gendogaku Tekiyo Ninteisho)
Allows you to apply to limit the amount of medical fees you must pay
in the event of an expensive medical procedure. (p.81)
National Health Insurance premiums can be transferred from your
account.

(3) National Pension System
In Japan, all people age 20 or older, even foreigners, are required to
join the National Pension Plan.
You can join at your ward office’s Health Insurance and Pension
Division (Hoken Nenkinka) after undergoing resident registration.
Degree Students can apply for the Special Payment System for
Students at the Kawauchi Kita Campus Student Services Division (Window
No.3 on the first floor of the Education and Student Support Center).
Your pension booklet will be delivered later. Please keep it in a safe
place.
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Non-degree students such as research students, can apply to have the
fees waived or deferred (Nofu Menjo/Nofu Yuyo). This can be done at
the ward office’s Health Insurance and Pension Division.

(4) Social Security and Tax Number (My Number)

You will receive a Social Security and Tax Number (SSTN, aka “My
Number”) Notification Card by registered mail a few weeks after
completing Resident Registration. The SSTN is a 12-digit number assigned
to every person (including foreign nationals) who has a certificate
of residence in Japan. It is used to accurately and efficiently manage
personal information for taxes, social security, and disaster response.

The Notification Card is required to work part-time, accept payments
from Tohoku University, and for various procedures at your local ward office
when moving out and returning to your home country. Please keep it in a
safe place. Take care not to disclose your SSTN to unauthorized persons.

(5) Change of Address
When changing your accommodations, you must report your new
address to the ward office in your ward of residence within 14 days.
Please bring your Residence Card.

*If you plan to move to another municipality, submit a moving form at
the ward office where you lived prior to moving and receive a Moving-
out Notification. It is needed for moving-in procedures.

8-2 Immigration Bureau

Please refer to “Visa/Residence” on the TU Support website for more
detailed information about status of residence procedures.

(1) Residence Card

At certain international airports, such as Narita, Haneda, Chubu and
Kansai Airport, besides having a seal of landing verification stamped in
your passport, you will be issued a Residence Card.

At Sendai Airport, a seal of landing permission will be stamped in your
passport and a note (e.g. “A Residence Card will be issued later”) will
pbe made near the stamp. In this case, a Residence Card will be issued
after you follow the residency procedures at the municipal office in
your municipality of residence. (A Residence Card will be mailed by the
Regional Immigration Office to the reported place of residence.)
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You must carry your Residence Card with you whenever you leave
your home. Failure to do so can result in a fine of up to 200,000 yen. If
you have applied for your Residence Card, but have not received it yet,
always carry your passport when you go out.

(2) Extending the Period of Stay
International students are usually permitted to stay in Japan for one
to two years. Students who need to stay in Japan for a longer period
must apply for an extension. If you stay as a research student and your
term of residence covers only your research period, you must apply
for an extension of stay before the authorized period of stay expires.
The extension application will be accepted from three months before
the expiry date. The immigration bureau is often very busy, so start the
procedures well in advance. Overstaying is against the law, and will
result in deportation or an order to leave the country, requiring you to
return to your home country promptly.

Credited Auditors must submit a
certificate of class registration with class schedules and number of
class hours.

[J Documents certifying that you have the means to pay for all
expenses incurred while in Japan, such as bank statement,
Certificate of Scholarship etc.

[] Handling Fee 4,000 yen (Payment must be made with revenue
stamps on receipt.)

(3) Work Permission for Part-time Jobs
Those with “Student” status of residence are not permitted to work.
However, if you obtain a “Permission to Engage in Activity other than that
Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted” certificate,
you can take on part-time work up to 28 hours per week (up to 8
hours per day and up to 40 hours per week during extended holiday
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periods) in order to supplement school or living expenses. Working in
adult entertainment and amusement businesses is not permitted. You
can apply for this permission at the airport when you first enter Japan.
After arriving in Japan, you can apply for this permission at the Sendai
Immigration Bureau. Please refer to “Starting a Part-time Job” on the TU
Support website for more detailed information.

*Those who live in Japan under “Student” status do not require
permission to engage in compensated activities such as TA, RA, etc.
that are performed under contract with the university at which they are
enrolled.

(4) Temporary Leave and Re-Entry

Students who wish to leave Japan for a short period, for example,
during summer vacation, must obtain permission from their academic
advisors. They must also report to the offices of their departments.

Re-entry refers to leaving Japan temporarily and then entering Japan
again during your authorized stay in Japan. If you re-enter Japan within
one year (or by the expiration date of the status of residence) after
leaving Japan provisionally, and continue the same activity in Japan, a
“Special Re-entry Permit” is applied.

If the period of your authorized stay is more than one year, and you
will leave then re-enter Japan more than one year later to continue
the same activity, you must obtain a “Re-entry Permit” before you leave
Japan.

@ Special Re-entry Permit

Foreign nationals in possession of a valid passport and residence
card who will be reentering Japan within one year of their departure
to continue their activities in Japan will, in principle, not be required to
apply for re-entry permit. This is called a Special Re-entry Permit.

You need to be sure to present your residence card at departure.
You also must check the box on the ED card that says “Departure with
Special Re-entry Permit.”

Foreign nationals who have departed from Japan on a Special Re-entry
Permit will not be able to extend that permission while abroad. Please
note that such foreign nationals will lose their resident status if they
fail to re-enter Japan within one year of their departure or before the
expiration of their period of stay in the case their period of stay expires
within one year after their departure.

The Special Re-entry Permit system also applies to those in possession
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of a passport stating “A residence card is to be issued later”.

@ Re-entry Permit

Foreign nationals with valid passports and residence cards, who wish
to go back to their home countries, or visit other countries temporarily,
and re-enter Japan after more than one year to continue their residence
while maintaining their authorized period of stay, do not have to obtain
a new visa from the Japanese embassy or consulate-general abroad
as long as they have obtained re-entry permit before leaving Japan.
However, since re-entry permission technically does not amount to
permission to land, upon re-entering Japan, the permit holder must
undergo a new examination by an immigration inspector at the port of
re-entry.

There are single re-entry permits and multiple re-entry permits. The
validity period of the re-entry permits is limited to the date of expiration
of the holder’s authorized stay, and the maximum term is 5 years (6
years in the case of special permanent residents).

Please obtain a re-entry permit at the Sendai Immigration Bureau
before leaving Japan. (Handling Fee: 3,000 yen, payment must be made
with revenue stamps.)

(5) Change of Status
If an international student would like to continue to seek employment
in Japan after graduation, the status of residence has to be changed
from “Student” to “Designated Activities”. If the application is approved,
you can obtain a period of stay for 6 months. Extension is permitted only
once. After becoming employed, please ask your employer which type
of status of residence you should apply for. (Handling fee 4,000 yen,
payment must be made with revenue stamps.)

(6) Bringing Spouse and/or Children Over
Spouses (husbands and wives) and children dependent on foreign
students with “Student” status may reside in Japan on “Dependent”
status. Students are advised to bring spouse/children over to Japan after
they themselves have adjusted to life in Japan and have made necessary
preparations to support their families (including financial preparations).
Students should first go to the Sendai Immigration Bureau in person and
apply for a ‘Certificate of Eligibility for Residence.” The student acts as
the representative of the applicants (i.e. the student’s family).
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Required Documents
[] Application for Certificate of Eligibility (form downloaded from the
Ministry of Justice website.)
[J One photo (4cm X 3cm) of the family member applying for
residence
[J Documents proving the relationship between the student (provider
of maintenance and support) and the family member applying for
residence (e.g. a record of Family Registry, Marriage Certificate, or
Birth Certificate)
[J Certificate of enrollment
[] Student’s Residence Card or a copy of Passport
[J Documents proving the student’s income/economic status
(Certificate of Receipt of Scholarship, a copy of bank book showing
account balance)
[ An envelope for reply (with a 392 yen stamp affixed)
[] Any other materials, as requested or required
* Translations will be required for any materials that are not in
Japanese.

Students may bring their families over for short periods (up to 90 days)
by applying for “Short Stay” visas for them.

(7) Notification of Graduation / Withdrawal from the University
@ If you take a leave of absence
Legally, your status of residence may be revoked if you do not

participate in any activity as a student continually for over 3 months.
(However, this does not apply in cases where you have a valid reason.)
Taking a leave of absence falls within this category, so please consult
with your academic advisor and academic staff in charge of international
students before doing so. Furthermore, part time work will not be
permitted during the leave of absence.

@ If you are graduating or withdrawing

If you graduate or withdraw from Tohoku University, you will be
required to leave Japan, even if your Residence Card is still valid,
unless you immediately change your status to an appropriate status of
residence. Continuing to stay as a “Student” is illegal.

3 Notification to the Immigration Bureau
Notification of the accepting organization
If you are planning to transfer or enter another university, continue to
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stay in Japan for a job, or wish to keep residing in Japan for job seeking
activities after graduation, you are required to submit a “Notification of
the Accepting Organization”.

You can use the electronic notification system (https://www.ens-immi.
moj.go.jp/NA0T/NAAO01SAction.do?hdnGng=L2) to submit this form
to Immigration, take it yourself to the regional Immigration Bureau or
alternatively send it by post to the Tokyo Immigration Bureau. When
sending it by post, you have to send the relevant notification forms with
a copy of your Residence Card to the address below.

*You must submit the form within 14 days after the change takes place.
*Even if you are not planning to stay in Japan after graduation, you are
required to submit “Notification of the accepting organization” before
leaving Japan.

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9 Housing

9-1 Dormitories for International Students

Tohoku University has several dormitories, shown below, for international
students. Move-in dates are twice a year - October and April. (Application
periods are from June to July and from December to January, respectively.)
You can submit your dormitory application through your department.
The duration of stay is limited to one year, maximum. Unfortunately, not
all dormitory applicants can be accepted, because there are not enough
rooms to accommodate everyone.

9-3 Private Apartments and Houses

Although Tohoku University has several dormitories, there are not
enough rooms for all international students. If you cannot get a dorm
room, you should look for a private apartment. Rent varies according to
the location and provided furnishings, but in general costs are as shown
below. In total, you will need to pay about 5 to 7 months’ rent in fees/
deposits up front before you can move in.

- Rent (monthly): approx. 35,000 to 60,000 yen
- Maintenance fee (for common use space): varies according to the property
- Shikikin (deposit) & Reikin (key money): about 1 to 2 months’ rent each

Shikikin (deposit)

When renting a room or apartment, it is customary for the tenant to
pay an amount equal to 1 to 2 months’ rent in addition to the regular
monthly rent. This is to guarantee on-time payment of rent and cover
possible repair expenses when moving out.

Reikin (key money)

When renting a room or apartment, you may also be asked to pay key
money, a kind of gratuity customarily paid in appreciation for the use of
the room or apartment.

9-5 University Guarantor System

Most apartment leases in Japan require a guarantor (rentai hoshonin),
a person who co-signs the lease to share liability (jointly and severally)
with the renter for any debts to the landlord. Generally, a family member
(parent, sibling, etc.) serves this role, but for international students Tohoku
University may act as the guarantor. However, permission from the
student’s academic advisor is required. The application process is outlined
below.

- Apply at your department’s office.
- Applications take around three weeks to process.

Eligibility Requirements:
@ Enrollment, or expected enrollment, at Tohoku University as a student
*Researchers/post docs are not eligible for this system.
@ Must have the residence status of “Student”.
@ Enrollment in the designated insurance (Comprehensive Renters’
Insurance for Foreign Students Studying Japan).
@ Only your spouse or child or other international students of Tohoku
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University who fulfill all requirements @ - ® above are eligible to share
the accommodation with you.

In case you cannot meet the requirements above and ask your academic
advisor to be a guarantor, joining “Comprehensive Renters’ Insurance for
Foreign Students Studying in Japan” stated in ® above is recommended.

9-6 Comprehensive Renters’ Insurance for Foreign Students
Studying in Japan (RYUHOSHO)

This system provides foreign students residing in private apartments with
insurance coverage, up to a fixed amount, in the event that they become
liable for damage to other people’s property due to fire or water damage.
In addition, it provides compensation to the student’s joint guarantor
should the guarantor have to assume financial responsibility in the event
that the student fails to pay the rent or for repair/restoration fees for the
apartment. In such cases, the joint guarantor is understood to be the
university or the student’s academic advisor.

The purpose of this insurance policy is to ease any psychological or
financial burden on joint guarantors, thus making it easier for the student
to find one. This insurance is compulsory for students for whom Tohoku
University or an academic advisor will act as the joint guarantor.

9-7 Moving

When changing accommodations, you should report the address change
to the Education Affairs Section (Kyomu Gakari) of your department. You
should also notify the following offices of your address change:

[J The ward office in your ward of residence

You should go to the Census Registration Citizens Division (Koseki
Juminka) at ward office where your new living place is located. You
should go within 14 days of moving in. (p.55)

[] The bank where you opened your bank account

[] Post office

Notifying the post office will ensure that mail sent to your former
address will be forwarded to your new address for one year. However,
it is advisable to inform friends and periodical publishers of your new
address in advance.

[JYou must ask the gas company, waterworks bureau, and electric

company to settle your accounts before moving.

10-3 Hospitals and Clinics

When receiving medical care at a hospital or clinic, bring your National
Health Insurance Card (Kokumin Kenko Hoken Hihokensha Sho) and
present it at the receptionist’s desk. Under this insurance, you are required
to pay only 30% of your medical fees, but failure to bring your Insurance
Card will result in you being asked to pay the full amount.

Note: The Tohoku University Hospital is a leading treatment hospital
providing highly advanced medical technology. An additional fee is charged
(5,400 yen for medical treatments, 3,240 yen for dental treatments) for the
initial visit. This hospital accepts patients by advance reservation only.

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10-4 National Health Insurance

1. National Health Insurance, commonly known as “Kokuho” in Japan, is
a medical insurance system that reduces the insured person’s medical
expenses. Every international student who lives in Japan for 3 months or
longer is obliged to enroll in the National Health Insurance system.

@ National Health Insurance Application
Applications are accepted at the local municipal, ward or other office
where the student registered (* See list of public offices on p.95). When
applying for insurance, the applicant’s passport and residence card (if
issued) are required. After completing the application, the applicant will
obtain a National Health Insurance Certificate on the same day.

@ National Health Insurance Monthly Premium
On joining the National Health Insurance System, you must pay a
monthly premium. However, there is a premium reduction program
(Declaration for reduction of National Health Insurance Premiums) that
may allow you to receive a discount if your income is less than a certain
amount. For details, you should consult at the National Health Insurance
and Pension Section of your ward office.

® Withdrawing from National Health Insurance

When leaving Japan due to graduation, employment, or any other
reason, you must report your withdrawal from the National Health
Insurance System to the ward office. Students who leave without
withdrawing are treated as defaulters.

@ National Health Insurance Application and Withdrawal Procedures
Inquire at the National Health Insurance and Pension Section of the
ward office or branch office in the ward where you live.

(1) Reimbursement of High Cost Medical Fees
You may apply for reimbursement if a single month’s treatment costs
are high, or the partial payment is higher than the acceptable limit
(payable by the patient). In Sendai, notifications are issued from the
ward office roughly 3 months after the month in which these costs were
incurred. You should take this notification, along with receipts relevant
to treatment, to your ward office to apply for reimbursement. Therefore,
please do not lose/discard your receipts.

(2) Maximum Payable Amount Certificate (Gendogaku Tekiyo Ninteisho)
This system limits the amount you must pay in medical fees per month.
If you think you will have high medical costs, take your National Health
Insurance Certificate to your ward office’s National Health Insurance and
Pension Section (Hoken Nenkinka) to apply for the Maximum Payable
Amount Certificate.

(3) Overseas Medical Expenses

Students who receive medical treatment while staying in countries
other than Japan on temporary leave can apply for reimbursement of
medical expenses after returning to Japan. Be advised that National
Health Insurance covers only the portion of medical expenses to which
the Japanese health insurance plan can be applied. The application
for reimbursement will be examined and paid in accord with Japanese
prices for the same medical treatment.

[] Certificate of medical examination and treatment by a doctor
[J Medical receipt (original)
] Japanese Translation of the above two documents (anyone may do
the translation, but the translator’s signature or seal is required)
[] National Health Insurance Certificate
[ Passport

(4) Lump-sum Payment for Childbirth
If you travel to your home country to give birth, you can apply for the
Lump-sum Payment for Childbirth upon returning to Japan. However,
please be aware that if you do not return to Japan before your Re-
entry Permit expires, you will lose enrollment privileges in the Japanese
National Health Insurance System.

11-2 In Case of Disaster

‘Earthquakes’
Learn the location of both your on-campus and neighborhood
evacuation sites in advance.

@ In the Event of an Earthquake

(1) Take shelter under a desk, or protect your head with a bag, textbook
etc., and remain where you are until the shaking subsides.If the
earthquake occurs during class, follow your instructor’s directions,
move to the evacuation site slowly and calmly, and maintain awareness
of your surroundings.

(2) Inform your department or laboratory office that you are safe.

11-3 Safety Confirmation System and Safety Confirmation Drill

(1) Tohoku University uses a Safety Confirmation System. We ask that you
register your own mobile/smartphone e-mail address with this system
so that a message can be sent to you via DC Mail* if your safety needs
to be confirmed. Please use an address that you check frequently.
(Registration is performed through the Student Affairs Information
System.)

(2) Safety confirmation drills will be held several times each year. Be sure
to respond to requests for safety confirmation.

(3) Safety confirmation messages will be sent from tohoku-univ@anpi.
tohoku.ac.jp. Please whitelist this domain in your e-mail filter so that
you can receive the messages.

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12 Daily Life in Sendai

12-1 Climate

Japan generally has a mild climate. However as the Japanese islands
lie along a north-south line and their topographical features vary greatly,
the climate differs depending on location. Sendai is located about 350km
northeast of Tokyo, the capital of Japan. More precisely, its exact location
(the location of Sendai City Hall) is 38° 27° 18” north and 140° 52’ 11” east.

Sendai is the largest city in the Tohoku region. There are many beautiful
trees in the downtown area as well as in the surrounding hills. Due
to this, Sendai is often called the “City of Trees” (*“Mori no Miyako”).

With a number of universities, colleges and junior colleges and a
larger percentage of students among its citizens than in most cities of
comparable size, it is also well-known as an eminent college town, and is
frequently likened to Heidelberg, Germany.

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12-3 Vehicles

@ Bicycles

Many Tohoku University students use bicycles. Under Japanese law,
cyclists are required to obey all traffic laws. Cyclists caught performing certain
dangerous actions (such as ignoring traffic lights and stop signs) more than
twice within three years will be required to take a cyclist safety class.

To prevent bicycle theft, we strongly recommend registering your bicycle
as soon as you buy it, and locking it with two or more locks. If you receive
an old bicycle from someone, you must re-register it in your own name. The
registration fee is 600 yen for 7 years.

As of April 1, 2019, the Sendai Bicycle Safety Bylaws make it mandatory
for_anyone riding bicycles within the city limits to enroll in cyclists’ liability
insurance. However, this is covered under the “Inbound futai-gakuso”
(Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with *“GAKKENSAI”
for International Students) that is generally required for international
students. So, be sure to enroll.

@ Scooters and Motorbikes
You must enroll in compulsory automobile liability insurance (Jibaiseki
Hoken) and are highly advised to also enroll in optional automobile insurance
(e.g. automobile liability insurance covering injury and property damage). In
addition, the Good Rider Antitheft Registration system can help deter theft of
motorbikes and scooters. The registration fee is 1,080 yen per vehicle.

12-4 Telephone Calls

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12-7 Deceptive Recruitment

There have been numerous cases of political and religious organizations
practicing “deceptive recruitment” at the university without revealing their
real objectives. They mainly target new students, and attempt to recruit
members by claiming to represent extracurricular groups conducting
surveys, dinner parties, study groups, concerts, self-improvement
activities, human resource development, volunteer, or sports activities.
Such organizations also include so-called “cults,” as reported by the mass
media. Recently, they have begun using methods other than on-campus
recruiting, such as social networking sites and visiting the students’
apartments. Please be vigilant as their tactics can be very subtle.

@ Be careful if you are asked any of the following:
- Do you ever think about the meaning of life?
- Are you satisfied with your student life?
- Please fill out a questionnaire.
- Would you like to see a music concert?
- Won't you come to our party?
- Would you like to participate in a volunteer activity?
- Do you want to play sports with us?
- Do you want to study with us?
- Where is the cafeteria?

@ If you feel suspicious:
- Be careful about opening your apartment door to strangers.
- Refuse firmly.
- Do not provide personal information, such as your name, phone
number, address, or social media contact information.
- Report the incident to the University Counseling Center or Student
Services Division.

@ If you join:

- You will be asked to perform tasks for the benefit of the group,
unrelated to the objectives and activities you were originally told.

- You will suffer financial losses in the form of membership fees or
donations.

- You may be encouraged to perform illegal actions.

- You may be pressured to cut off ties with your friends or family.

- You may be asked to take a leave of absence or withdraw from
university, thus ending your academic career.

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13-5 Apostille Authentication by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

Apostille certificates and official stamps from the Japanese Ministry of
Foreign Affairs are used to certify the authenticity of documents issued in
Japan so that their validity is recognized in other countries.

Some students may wish to get such certification on Tohoku University
certificates such as diplomas, transcripts, and health certificates.

The procedure and the certification required vary depending on
the place of submission. In some cases, the documents may have to
be certified by your national embassy/consulate in Japan (consular
certification). Those requiring certification should inquire in advance with
the institution to which the documents will be submitted and/or their
nation’s embassy in Japan.

Please be aware that the procedures cannot begin until the actual
documents (e.g. diplomas, certificates of degree conferred, or graduation
certificates) have been issued after the commencement ceremony, and
that it takes some time to obtain the certification. It is important, therefore,
to confirm the details of the required certification in advance.
