Organised by the University of Liverpool, the International Slavery Museum, Ritsumeikan University and the Kyoto Museum for World Peace the next RENKEI PAX workshop, ‘Emancipating the Mind: History, Politics and Heritage’, will take place in the University of Liverpool from Thursday 17 August - Saturday 26 August 2017. 

This workshop brings together established and early career scholars from across the world to share and discuss the latest research and key challenges in the study of slavery and slavery-like practices – from historical examples to contemporary challenges around human trafficking and forced labour.
The overarching theme will be the linkage between history, politics and heritage. The workshop sessions will be varied, cross-disciplinary and encourage participants to think beyond their own research. This will mean, for example, exploring connections between commemoration, memorialisation, historical trauma, policymaking, social reconciliation and peace-building. Speakers and interactive sessions will cover a range of topics that travel between disciplines, including (among others) the role of heritage in development and campaigning, the influence of civil society and state/non-state actors in furthering humanitarianism and human rights, the legacies of empire and international relations, and processes of colonisation/decolonisation.
